3. Program Planning Ideas – the Call for Abstracts for 2021 session likely to be posted in December 
a. Policing and militarism
i. Deadly exchange – ending US – Israel Police Partnerships – tracing back where the weapons being used on protestors are coming from 
ii. Use of surplus equipment, Use of tear gas grenades
iii. Militarization of policing – collaboration with End Police Violence Collective (for example see report from Costs of War https://watson.brown.edu/costsofwar/files/cow/imce/papers/2020/Police%20Militarization_Costs%20of%20War_Sept%2016%202020.pdf
b. Police violence on campuses/abolition of police on campuses
c. Defunding the military – US and global 
d. Green New Deal and peace and justice (budget and militarization)
e. Liberian slave trade 
f. Countering academic/university/ anti-China rhetoric/bi-partisan anti-China policies and potential for conflict – xenophobia 
i. university rhetoric against Chinese as “acceptable” forms of racism (Kathy)
ii. Indo Pacific alliance, contestation etc. ever-present; attempts to amend, military confrontation potential (Bob)
g. Ethics (in collaboration with Ethics Section) how to define personal vs professional ethics For example see:  https://www.thenewhumanitarian.org/opinion/2020/08/27/humanitarian-principles-neutrality 
i. See also doctors/health professionals in military
h. New public health professional voices/perspectives on how their visions and goals and activities intersect with peace and conflict and violence prevention; how does the 2009 APHA policy on the role of health professionals apply to their work
i. Modifying curriculum (Kathy) – see PPW work on this
i. US role in global conflicts/ issues and policies underlying militarism, violence, conflict  
i. Misinterpretation of situations on the ground (e.g. Latin America) -- “even best orgs have been wrong on Nicaragua” e.g. Amnesty Intl, academia. See “invisible silence” in resources.
